	Have students answer a set of inquiry questions that will be passed around in partners. The questions will be in a Jigsaw pattern. 5 groups.  5 Minutes for their question. Then number themselves 1-5 and go to the table that matches their number. (use numbered popsicle sticks if necessary)

1. What did David Thompson record in his notes? (details about locations, the environment, the people he met)
2. What adventures and challenges might David Thompson have had while exploring Canada? (hazards with rivers, mountains, canyons, hear, cold, and snow, animals, communicating inn different languages, finding food, unfamiliar areas)

3. How did the First Nation people help early explorers and map makers? (were guides, told them about lakes, rivers, mountains, in the unknown areas and taught them languages)
4. Why might early maps of Canada be different from maps today? (Much of what is now Canada had yet to be explored; Mapmakers often recorded information that had been told to them after being passed on through many people. Mapmakers sometimes had to guess about what might be there based on the geography of other locations.)
5. How might the maps and journals of early explorers and settlers, help us understand the history of Alberta? (information about people, places, events, ideas, heritage)
