	Learning Activity #1
	Provide each child with a paint brush, a small amount of liquid tempera (brown) and Master #43.
3. Cover the first bear with the brown tempera. Does the brown tempera paint hide the teddy bear?
4. Using the eye dropper, add one drop of water to the brown tempera paint. (Remind them what a drop is). Mix the water and the paint together using the end of the paint brush or a toothpick or q-tip. Cover the second bear with this paint.

5. Add another drop of water to the brown tempera paint. Paint over the third bear. Continue adding water and painting over the appropriately labeled bear (up to 5 drops of water).

6. Observe the differences among the six painted teddy bears.
When we are done painting we are going to leave our books on our desk, and open, we are going to put our paint brushes in the cup and I will gather the paint? ASK for clarification?
